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	This course allows you to work towards your  interests and strengths. You will learn how to set up for a live gig, mix audio and apply knowledge of sound theories. This course can also take you through learning about MIDI sequencing and notation applications.  You will develop skills to set up and operate a live sound system for conferences, events, or live music performances. Evidence for assessments will naturally fall out of your learning and participation in setting up for events.  There may also be an opportunity to undertake some learning for the lighting standards. These standards do allow you to gain merit and excellence grades but do not count towards university entrance.
