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	This is a level 1 mathematics course where students can continue to build their numeracy skills. It focuses on delivering practical, real-world maths skills, building financial capabilities, and supporting students to gain meaningful NCEA credits, including the Common Assessment Activity (CAA) for Mathematics. This course leads into level 2 Mathematics.
