You will work towards building skills for employment and becoming ‘work ready’. You will have the opportunity to try out potential careers and establish links to Industry Training Organisations, modern apprenticeships and workplaces. You must be committed to completing work placements throughout the year. Your learning can be assessed in the workplace and you can achieve credits on the New Zealand Qualifications Framework (NZQF) towards NCEA.

NOTE: You may be required to complete an interview with Careers Staff before entry into this course.
