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	This environmental and sustainability-focused course begins by exploring our local environment, specifically examining how human activity may have implications on different habitats. Students will build an understanding of ecology, interconnectedness, and the values of tangata whenua and collaborating groups addressing coastal changes. The second half investigates how science-related claims are portrayed in the media, as well as the context of energy generation and usage in Aotearoa New Zealand.
