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	Let’s get a bit of perspective here! Why do people make certain decisions? What are important influences for them? How have these decisions affected New Zealand and the world in the past and the present, and will they affect the future? In this course you will get to dive deep into history and investigate issues and events from the past. You will see how history acknowledges that who we are today is inextricably connected through whakapapa, whanaungatanga, and tūrangawaewae to past and future generations, as well as to the places and environments we are located within.
