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	This course builds on the experience and understanding developed at Level 2, to support students as they continue to expand their technological practice. 

Students are encouraged to find an area of computer science that they are interested in and design a digital media outcome that showcases or demonstrates the computer science concept and its application. Students may code a complex website using recognised tools such as Brackets (HTML/CSS, PHP, Java), create ePubs that combine audio, video and text elements, program a computer application using an industry recognised language. The standards listed are to provide flexibility for students who wish to explore either computer science or digital media rather than programming. Selection of standards will be in conjunction with their teacher on a case by case basis. Students will not be assessed on all the standards listed.
